The Transportation Department strives to continue to streamline the process of the lottery system for 
the Special Event Bus service, therefore the following changes have been implemented: 
WHEELCHAIR/HANDICAPPED LOTTERY 

• There will no longer be a lottery for the wheelchair/handicapped residents.  Residents will be 
able to buy bus tickets for the trips they desire at the Box Office on the Monday and 
Tuesday prior to the scheduled General Lottery Day.  Box Office hours are Monday through 
Friday 8:30 am through 4:00 pm 

GENERAL LOTTERY 
• Residents may place up to 4 badges “clipped” together into the lottery system. 
• Residents will have until 4:00 pm on the following day after the lottery to redeem their 

“coupons” received at the lottery.  Any “coupons” not redeemed by this time will be offered 
to residents on the standby list or residents that purchase available seating on Friday 
following the lottery. 

• Friday following the lottery day residents may purchase available seating at the Box Office. 
• If there are more than 30 seats open by 7 days prior to trip day of a $5.00 event the trip may 

be cancelled. 
• If there are more than 30 seats open by the required balance due date for a prepaid event 

(such as a cruise, etc) the trip may be cancelled. 
NO-LOTTERY BUS SYSTEM (No Lottery/Outsourced Bus) 

• Purchase as many trips scheduled during multiple months with one phone call (Credit Card 
purchases) or going to Box Office. No lottery is held. Tickets now available 

• Resident/House guest sign up for the trips at the Box Office for as many trips as desired.  

•  A non-resident may buy guest tickets and may purchase as many trips at the Box Office as 
desired at a slightly higher fee. A non-resident will include the Greater Sun City Center area

• Cancellations must be done at least 24 hours before the trip. 
 
• Cancellations must be done in person with your bus ticket and receipt at the Badge/Bus 

Window (open Monday-Friday from 8:30a.m.-4:00p.m) 
 
• A record will be kept of the date and time of your cancellation. 
 
• For events that have an up front fee, such as dinner theatres, circus, etc. once your fee is 

collected and you cancel, a refund will be given (less a $1.00 cancellation fee per seat) only: 
◊ If you have returned your bus seat ticket to the Badge window , if your seats has been 

resold  by the box office and the bus is full when the trip departs.
